IMPORTANT INFORMATION

Parents and spectators are not allowed entry into the building for any reason during the skater’s lesson
time. Before entry all skaters must have their equipment on, including their skates and helmet.

We will direct you on the entrance to use when registration is complete. This entrance will be used for
dropping off and picking up your skater(s).

We ask everyone to avoid using the lobby entrance.

If you enter the building during your lesson time we will ask you to leave.

If you don't know which entrance to use please call us a few days before your lesson so we can direct you.
Phone calls just before lessons are beginning will not be answered, as we will be busy coordinating the day
of.

We will open the doors right at your lesson time to let your skater in and at the end of your lesson time we
ask all of you to meet at the same door to pick your skater up ON TIME.

WEEKLY LESSON POLICIES

PAYMENT & WAIVER POLICIES

Full payment is required to book any session or program at Ice Dreams Skating Academy.

PAYMENT METHODS ACCEPTED BY TELEPHONE: Cash (appointment must be made prior to lesson
start date), eTransfer, Cheque (appointment must be made prior to lesson start date) NSF cheques will be
subjected to a $40 NSF fee.

A $25 administrative fee is applied to all late registrations.

A $25 administrative fee is applied to any changes to registrations. This includes changing the date or time
you have enrolled for.

No post dated cheques please.

All weekly lesson fees are non-refundable once the season has started unless you choose to opt in to the
Tuition Refund Option, which allows for a proportional refund of program fee for days missed within the first
21 DAYS of the start of the season during the season as a result of illness, vacation, no interest or injury.

The Tuition Refund Option only allows for a refund for the program fee and NOT for Private Lessons.

The Tuition Fee Refund Option is not a substitute for a make up class.

When you register for our weekly programs, we are holding the spot for you. A $40 non-refundable fee will
apply to each registrant who cancels prior to the start of the season. This only applies to when the season is

set to start and end on the set days and not if the season has to be postponed in the event of restrictions or a
lock down.

A credit will be applied to a skater for medical reasons with a doctor’s certificate ONLY.

Credits are only held until the next official season and a $40 administrative non-refundable fee will apply to
all credits.
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Registration is accepted on a first come, first serve basis.

In order to secure a spot with Ice Dreams Skating Academy, payment must be received in full. We will not
consider your enrollment if payment or a portion of payment has only been made.

Clients will be notified of any declined credit card payments and will be charged a $25 fee

Lessons are not transferrable between siblings, family members or friends.

All prices are CAD.

We will not sell your information to any third party company.

All your information will be kept safe and secure through our system.

Parent/Guardian of skater must stick around outside the rink for the entire duration of the child’s lesson time.

WEEKLY CLASS POLICY

Due to our high enrollment rate and in order to ensure and to maintain our quality of instruction, we cannot
schedule make-ups during other classes.

Ice Dreams Skating Academy is not responsible for any ice sessions cancelled by the facility.

Ice Dreams Skating Academy reserves the right to alter/cancel any scheduled programs, and to cancel/change
regular sessions due to special events.

Instructors are not guaranteed & can change without notice.

We reserve the right to reschedule and/or adjust start times.

Lessons are available on a first come, first serve basis.

Schedule of ice times and fees are tentative and are subject to change depending on enrolment.

All skaters must pay in full before entering the ice.

PART A: FEES & PAYMENT

Full payment is required and due upon booking of camp at Ice Dreams Skating Academy.

All skaters must pay in full before entering the ice.

PAYMENT METHODS ACCEPTED BY TELEPHONE: Cash (appointment must be made prior to lesson
start date), eTransfer, Cheque (appointment must be made prior to lesson start date) NSF cheques will be
subjected to a $40 NSF fee.

A $25 administrative fee is applied to any changes to registrations. This includes changing the date, camp
week or time you have enrolled for.

No post dated cheques please.

When you register for our Camps, we are holding the spot for you. A $40.00 non-refundable fee will apply
for each week of camp for my child if I cancel prior to the start of the camp week. This only applies to when
the camp is set to start and end on the set days and not if the camp has to be postponed in the event of
restrictions or a lock down.

Without the Tuition Refund Option - A credit will be applied to a skater during camp for severe medical
reasons with a doctor’s certificate ONLY.

Credits are only held until the next official camp and a $40.00 administrative non-refundable fee will apply to
all credits.

Ice Dreams offers various promotions throughout the year to help keep many children active. In order to offer
these promotions, there are absolutely NO REFUNDS OR CHANGES to camp enrolment, camp weeks, and
camp days prior to the start of camp or during camp when a promotional offer is applied.

Registration is accepted on a first come, first serve basis.

In order to secure a spot with Ice Dreams Skating Academy, payment must be received in full. We will not
consider your enrollment if payment or a portion of payment has only been made.

Clients will be notified of any declined credit card payments and will be charged a $25.00 fee.

Any unpaid balance will automatically be withdrawn from your cash deposit, which is given to us on the first
day of camp and a receipt will be emailed.

Camp fees may not be transferred to other regular weekly Ice Dreams lessons, private lessons or to other
camps.

Camp fees and camp days are not transferrable between siblings, family members or friends.

In the event of absenteeism due to illness, vacation, etc., you are still responsible for full payment of the
program unless the Tuition Refund Option is purchased.



All camp fees are non-refundable unless you choose to opt in to the Tuition Refund Option, which allow for a
proportional refund of camp fees for days missed during camp as a result of illness, vacation or injury.

All pries are CAD.

PART B: HEALTH

A Medical Information & Medication Release Form must be completed in full and signed before staff can
give any medication to a child. Parent/Guardian must inform the staff if they have not filled out this form.
No child may attend camp if they are judged to be ill or a source of infection.

If a child is too sick to participate in the program, Parent/Guardian must understand that they may be called to
pick up their child. Refunds or credits will not be applied.

Child must be promptly dropped off and picked up by the start and end time for each day of the program.

We will not accept campers before their scheduled drop off time.

In the event of absenteeism due to illness, vacation, etc., the Parent/Guardian understands they are still
responsible for full payment of the program unless the Tuition Refund Option was purchased upon
registration of camp.

Parent/Guardian must drop off and pick up their child at the selected entrance door, which will be noted once
you enrol.

Parent/Guardian and/or whoever is responsible for picking up a camper must wait at the selected door for the
camper.
